Coalition mem-
bers will sign a Memorandum of Understanding (MOU) 
with WCPSS to follow specific policies and procedures, 
elevating the academic performance of students that are 
at-risk of dropping out.

Carolina Department of Public Instruction, 
Department of Juvenile Justice and 
Delinquency Prevention, Wake County 
Gang Prevention Partnership, Raleigh 
Police Department and many faith-based 
organizations, businesses, youth service and 
civic organizations.
